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I just wanted to give you an update on our statues and stations. I spoke to the representative from Conrad
Schmitt Studios in Milwaukee. Wisconsin has been in lockdown since mid-March and seemingly will remain so
until the end of May. Their workshop is closed for the duration of the restrictions. So, we don’t anticipate
receiving the statues and stations back until sometime in June or even in July.

However, we have been working on preparing the area for the statues around the entrance to the church. We
realized that we needed to raise the pedestals and reduce their area so that people will not be able sit up against
the statues. We have also finished work on the confessionals, which included the conversion of the second
confessional into a store room, which involved removing the door into that confessional. That conversion
offered the opportunity to place our existing statue of Saint Anthony of Padua inside the entrance of the
church. The opposite wall will hold the statue of Saint Maria Goretti. The walls and pedestals have been
completed, so now we will be able to bless the pedestal for Saint Anthony and place him on it on the afternoon
of Sunday, May 10. The statue of Saint Maria is being made in Italy, which is still in lockdown until May and
restrictions there will be eased very gradually, so she may not be with us for a while.

I want to thank all who made this project possible. All the material and work — bricks, pedestals, boards, and
brickwork — were donated to the parish. We are blessed with incredible craftsmen, and their skill and generosity
has made this a reality. I want to thank Brian Sundermann, Brad Runge, Ray Luke and Paul Luke for their work
in cutting and laying the bricks, as well as the parishioners who prepared the walls for their work. I also wish to
thank Monty Christensen for making the two pedestals, and Lisa Dvorak for painting them and the plasterwork.

Finally, just a reminder that we will have a drive-through blessing on Sunday, April 26th; 12-1pm. It will be at
the south entrance. Just drive up to the canopy and I will pray over you and bless you there. There is no need to
get out of the car, and I will stand at a distance. Let us pray for safety in these days — both physical and spiritual.
