A Reflection from Father King 
At the beginning of a baptism the priest asks the parents what name they give their 
child and what they wish the Church to do for their child. It is the parents who must 
give their consent for the child to be baptized. They are the ones who, along with the 
godparents, make the renunciation of Satan and the profession of faith on their 
childΩs behalf. One of the parents holds the child as the priest baptizes. So, the role of 
parents is very important in the reception of the sacrament of baptism.  

The ChurchΩs law concerning baptism states that at least one of the parents give their 
consent to the childΩs baptism, except for situations where the child is in danger of 
death. The ChurchΩs law also states that άthere be a realistic hope that the child will 
be brought up in the Catholic religion. If such hope is truly lacking, the baptism isΧto 
be deferred.έ The child is totally dependent on his or her parents for everything,               
including their growth in the knowledge and love of God. Without a life of faith and 
prayer at home the flame of faith that is sown at baptism can easily be extinguished. 
However, when a family prays together, and the home is a place where the children 
are taught about God and are educated to act in love of God and neighbor then the 
parents are passing on the faith to their children and the flame of faith takes hold of 
their childΩs soul. Attending Mass every Sunday is an essential part of that work of 
passing on of the faith, creating the habit of the sacramental life where we most truly 
honor God with our worship, our prayer, and our humble service within the Church. 
That is why the Church will ask parents to renew their faith and their practice of the 
faith if they have lapsed before their child can be baptized. It is good, if your married 
children, siblings or friends are considering baptism for their children for you to talk 
to them about the importance of returning to the Church if you are aware that they 
have not been practicing their faith. Sometimes your encouragement can be all they 
need to return to the practice of the faith.  

The parents must prepare for their childΩs baptism. Here, that preparation consists of 
meeting with me. I would recommend that you do so before your childΩs birth so that 
the baptism can take place soon after the birth. The beautiful duty of parents is 
summed in these words from the rite of baptism:  

You must make it your constant care to bring your child up in the practice of the faith. 
See that the divine life which God gives your child is kept safe from the poison of sin, 
to grow always stronger in his heart.
