A Word about the WORD

SIGNS AND WONDROUS DEEDS

This Lent, since we have an active adult Catechism
program, we have been using the Year A Gospels from John
which are used for Masses with Scrutinies of the catechumens.
John'’s Gospel is much different from the other three synoptic
Gospels. He does not recount the numerous miracle stores so
prevalent in the others, nor does he make it a point to record
everything Jesus said. Rather, John’s main purpose is to show
his readers who Jesus is! The Son of God, sent by the Father
into the world, who was rejected by the world, and hung on a
tree! And, despite all the evil and hate the world could heap
upon its Redeemer, He rose from the dead and ushered in a
New Creation. John reveals this to us in a very pointed way
through a series of signs, of wondrous deeds, often beginning
with the mundane and culminating with the revolutionary!

The first sign in John’s Gospel is the mundane story
of Jesus at a wedding in Cana. Jesus comes to the rescue of
the bride and groom, saves the banquet feast from an
embarrassing early end. In this fallen world, no one even
blinked! No news stories were written, and the significance of
Jesus’ presence and intervention seem to have been noticed
solely by his mother, the waitstaff, and maybe the couple. Yet,
Saint John includes this story to start the revelation of who
Jesus is, and who God is. He is a loving, personal God who
cares that this couple gets their married life off to a good start.
He cares about the guests, as none would have left unhappy,
not with six 70-liter jars of superlative wine to enjoy. That a lot
of wine! God, as revealed in Jesus, is truly a loving God,
taking care of small things splendidly, just as well as He takes
care of the big things.

Last weekend, John’s Gospel gave us another sign,
which further reveal Jesus’ nature and purpose, the account of
the man born blind, whom Jesus cures. Paradoxically, the only
one who comes to see and believe in Jesus is the man he
cures. The others in the story could see just fine, but did not
come to believe in Jesus, even when knowing of this wondrous
deed. This story jettisons the adage “seeing is believing”. The
hard-hearted and the arrogant never really believe.

John revisits this dynamic in the Resurrection account
at the end of the Gospel when writing about the Apostle
Thomas who says, “Unless | see the mark of the nails in his
hands and put my finger into the nailmarks and put my hand
into his side, | will not believe.” Thomas does come to believe,
but the belief is gained not by his sight, but by the grace of
God. Jesus appears to Thomas with the others and invites him
to check it all out. “OK buddy, you don’t believe what your
brothers have told you in all sincerity and in truth, here | am!
You want to ‘probe my wounds’ here they are! You want more
proof? How much more do you need “to see to believe? (My
version of what really transpired in the upper room!)
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Una Palabra sobre LA PALABRA

SIGNOS Y HECHOS MARAVILLOSOS

En esta Cuaresma, dado que tenemos un programa
activo de Catecismo para adultos, hemos estado usando el
Evangelio del Afio A de Juan, que se usa para Misas con
Escrutinios de los catecimenos. El Evangelio de Juan es muy
diferente de los otros tres Evangelios sindpticos. El no cuenta las
numerosas tiendas de milagros que prevalecen en las otras, ni se
preocupa por registrar todo lo que dijo Jesus. Mas bien, el
propdsito principal de Juan es mostrar a sus lectores quién es
Jesus. jEl Hijo de Dios, enviado por el Padre al mundo, que fue
rechazado por el mundo y colgado de un arbol! Y, a pesar de todo
el mal y el odio que el mundo podia acumular sobre su Redentor,
resucitd de los muertos y marco el comienzo de una Nueva
Creacion. jJuan nos lo revela de manera muy directa a través de
una serie de signos, de hechos maravillosos, que a menudo
comienzan con lo mundano y culminan con el revolucionario!

El primer signo en el Evangelio de Juan es la historia
mundana de Jesus en una boda en Cana. Jesus viene al rescate
de la novia y el novio, salva la fiesta del banquete de un final
temprano embarazoso. En este mundo caido, jnadie siquiera
parpade6! No se escribieron noticias, y el significado de la
presencia e intervencion de JesUs parece haber sido notado
Unicamente por su madre, los camareros, y tal vez la pareja. Sin
embargo, San Juan incluye esta historia para comenzar la
revelacion de quién es JesUs y quién es Dios. El es un Dios
amoroso y personal a quien le importa que esta pareja tenga un
buen comienzo en su vida matrimonial. Se preocupa por los
invitados, ya que ninguno se habria sentido mal, no con seis jarras
de 70 litros de vino superlativo para disfrutar. jEso mucho vino!
Dios, como se revela en Jesus, es verdaderamente un Dios
amoroso, cuidando las cosas pequefias espléndidamente, tan bien
como El se ocupa de las cosas grandes.

El pasado fin de semana, el Evangelio de Juan nos dio
otra sefial, que revela ain mas la naturaleza y el propdsito de
Jests, el relato del hombre ciego de nacimiento, a quien Jesus
cura. Paradéjicamente, el Unico que viene a ver y creer en Jesus
es el hombre que cura. Los otros en la historia podian ver muy
bien, pero no llegaron a creer en Jesus, incluso cuando sabian de
esta maravillosa accién. Esta historia desecha el dicho "ver para
creer". Los duros de corazén y los arrogantes nunca creen
realmente.

Juan vuelve a esta dinamica en la narracion de la
Resurreccion al final del Evangelio cuando escribe sobre el apostol
Tomas, quien dice: "A menos que vea la marca de los clavos en
sus manos y coloque mi dedo en las marcas de las ufias y ponga
mi mano en su costado". No voy a creer”. Tomas llega a creer,
pero la creencia no se gana por su vista, sino por la gracia de Dios.
JesUs se aparece a Tomas con los demas y lo invita a verificarlo.
"OK amigo, no crees lo que tus hermanos te han dicho con toda
sinceridad y, en verdad, jaqui estoy! Quieres 'sondear mis heridas'
jaqui estan! ; T4 quieres mas pruebas? ;Cuanto mas necesitas
“para ver para creer’? (jMi version de lo que sucedio deberas en el

A Word about THE WORD continued

Very often in John’s Gospel he picks up the centuries-
old theme from the prophet Isaiah “you shall indeed hear but
not understand, you shall indeed look but never see”. A
characteristic of fallen humanity is its propensity to deny God'’s
existence through the very capacities God gave man, being
made in His image and likeness. God, who sees everything
and has all knowledge, is denied by those with a limited
capacity to see and know, but who claim to know everything!
The Saints repeatedly tells us that the true path to holiness
begins with humility, knowing our limitations, our shortcomings.

Now, this Fifth Sunday of Lent, we have a last great
sign, the awesome wondrous deed of Jesus raising Lazarus
from the dead, a powerful unveiling of the divinity of Jesus:
God himself with us! We see that Jesus is in control. As God,
he has power over all creation, of life and of death itself!

A few witnesses of this great sign do come to fully
comprehend who Jesus is and worship him, including Martha,
Mary, Lazarus, and some of the disciples, but some remained
unbelieving! Judas Iscariot and others were skeptical,
believing that there was some chicanery going on behind the
scene ‘that Lazarus, he probably hid away in the tomb with a
full week’s worth of food and water, just to fool us all! He is not
making a fool out of me!” And so, in the aftermath of Lazarus
being raised from the dead, the plot to take Jesus out thickens,
and they conspire to execute their dark designs. But, as we
know, Jesus’ death is not the end of the story, but only a segue
to the Resurrection: Jesus is God himself and death has no
hold on him.

So, today take to heart this inspiring story. Do you
“see” that Jesus is God and has the capacity to bring the dead
to life? Do you believe the Jesus is fully God and that death
has no hold on him? Or do you believe something less than
this? As the prophet Isaiah pointed out to his listeners so many
centuries ago, seeing is not necessarily believing. True sight,
true spiritual insight, involves an act of the will, to see beyond
the here and now to the greater reality and state of being,
which is God, which is eternity, that which is all good and all
holy.

So please hold on to this most powerful sign from
John’s Gospel and see it for what it is, a window to God the
Father and His Son, Jesus. See and Believe!

Muy a menudo, en el Evangelio de Juan, retoma el tema
centenario del profeta Isaias: "ciertamente oiras, pero no
entenderas; ciertamente miraras, pero nunca veras". Una
caracteristica de la humanidad caida es su propension a negar la
existencia de Dios a través de las mismas capacidades que Dios
le dio al hombre, siendo hecho a su imagen y semejanza. Dios,
que ve todo y tiene todo el conocimiento, es negado por aquellos
con una capacidad limitada

para ver y conocer, jpero que dicen saber todo! Los
Santos repetidamente nos dicen que el verdadero camino hacia la
santidad comienza con humildad, conociendo nuestras
limitaciones, nuestras deficiencias.

Ahora, este Quinto Domingo de Cuaresma, tenemos una
Ultima gran sefial, la asombrosa y maravillosa obra de JesUs
resucitando a Lazaro de entre los muertos, una poderosa
revelacién de la divinidad de Jesus: jDios mismo con nosotros!
Vemos que JesUs tiene el control. Como Dios, él tiene poder
sobre toda la creacion, la vida y la muerte misma.

Unos cuantos testigos de este gran signo llegan a
comprender completamente quién es Jesus y lo adoran,
incluyendo a Marta, Maria, Lazaro y algunos de los discipulos,
pero algunos permanecieron incrédulos. Judas Iscariote y otros
se mostraron escépticos, creyendo que habia algunas trampas
detras de la escena "que Lazaro, probablemente se escondi6 en
la tumba con toda una semana de comida y agua, jsolo para
engafarnos a todos! jNo me esta engafiando! "Y asi, después de
que Lazaro resucité de entre los muertos, la conspiracion para
sacar a JesUs se hace mas espesa, y conspiran para ejecutar sus
oscuros designios. Pero, como sabemos, la muerte de Jesus no
es el final de la historia, sino solo una transicion a la
Resurreccidn: Jesus es Dios mismo y la muerte no tiene control
sobre él.

Por lo tanto, hoy toma en serio esta inspiradora historia.
¢"Ves" que Jesus es Dios y tiene la capacidad de dar vida a los
muertos? ¢ Crees que JesUs es completamente Dios y que la
muerte no tiene control sobre él? ;O crees algo menos que esto?
Como el profeta Isaias sefialé a sus oyentes hace tantos siglos,
ver no es necesariamente creer. La verdadera vision, el
verdadero discernimiento espiritual, implica un acto de la
voluntad, ver mas alla del aqui y ahora a la mayor realidad y
estado del ser, que es Dios, que es eternidad, eso es todo lo
bueno y todo lo santo.

Asi que por favor, aférrense a este signo tan poderoso
del Evangelio de Juan y véanlo como lo que es, una ventana a
Dios el Padre y a Su Hijo, Jesus. jVer y creer!
