A Word about the WORD

Stay Far from the Madding Crowd

Today we celebrate Palm Sunday. Like Ash
Wednesday it is sort of a strange “CELEBRATION" in the
Church. The mass begins with the blessing of imported
Palm Branches and the proclamation of the Gospel of
Our Lord’s Triumphal Entry into Jerusalem. This Gospel
underscores how the crowd at the Jerusalem Gate that
first Palm Sunday got caught up in the frenzy and
craziness of the moment. Some cut branches down from
the trees and others threw their cloaks onto the ground
for the donkey carrying Jesus to walk over. Mob
dynamics were in full swing and most who got caught up
in the frenzy probably didn’t really know much about
Jesus or why there was such a commotion and fanfare for
this man on a donkey. “Did you hear? It's the man they
call the miracle worker from Galilee! Some say he will
usher in a New Kingdom! Could it be true that a Galilean
could be the Messiah?” And so on! Sadly, in this fallen
world it does not take much for a crowd to assemble or a
group of people to get crazy about a person, or a cause.
Don’t know what | am talking about? Think for a moment
to this past Tuesday and all the craziness over the spring
primary election. Look at the millions spent on
campaigns for candidates, most of whom, if you look
closely at their track records, should not even have run.
Think for a moment if all those millions were spent not for
political ads, signs and the handouts which now litter the
roads and sidewalks, but on road repair. We would have
the world’s best roads! And the person responsible would
have probably received everyone’s vote!

Fallen human beings can be fickle and easily
manipulated. They certainly were in Jerusalem that first
Holy Week, having played a big part in the glory of the
first Palm Sunday, as well as the ignominy of Jesus’ trial
on that first Good Friday. This fickleness continues
among fallen human beings today. Pray that you are
never, ever caught up in a mob, or the craziness of a riot,
where sense and reason are shelved, and people get
caught up in a hot frenzy of emotion. Today perhaps
people don't hang out at the city gates to look for
entertainment and excitement, rather they hang out on
Twitter and Facebook, waiting for a tweeting or posting
bloodbath to get their emotional high! On a Sunday they
are found signing praises to a “Messiah” and come Friday
they are calling for his death! Friend. Unfriend.

The Church in her wisdom on Palm Sunday of
the Passion always pairs these two Gospels together:
Our Lord’s Triumphal Entry into Jerusalem, and the
Passion of Our Lord. > page 6

The Church does this purposefully and thoughtfully, so
that we may “own” our fallen condition as human beings
and “own” that it was because of this fallen condition that
we need a redeemer. Moreover, that it was because of
this fallen condition that Jesus suffered his death to
redeem us. That first Holy Week it was the very same
crowd that hung out at the entrance to Jerusalem to sing
Hosannas to Jesus, and come Friday, always hungry for
some new trendy entertainment shouted “crucify him” at
his trial. In her wisdom, the Church has we the faithful
also sing “Hosanna” and shout “Crucify him” with our own
voices, so we feel the shame of our own fickleness. So,
take heed and thank Jesus this Passion Palm Sunday for
redeeming you. And take heed to avoid any and all
incitement by the mob to “Anoint” a new King and/or to
“Crucify” an enemy. We have but one King of Kings in
Jesus! Our Salvation has already been wrought in Jesus
and all “King making” and “Crucifixions” are sinful
behaviors, and all disciples of Christ should not
participate.
