On February 3, we celebrate the Feast of St. the consequences of holding on

Blaise and with it the traditional blessing of
throats. Very little is actually known about this
early Christian martyr. The first reference we have
of him is in the medical journals of a court physi-
cian named Aétius Amide-
nus, from the end of the
fifth or beginning of the
sixth century, where St.
Blaise is mentioned as be-
ing called upon for treating
objects stuck in the throat.
We know that Blaise
was the bishop of Sebaste
in Armenia and suffered
martyrdom under Licinius
about AD 316. Supposedly,
this early Christian martyr
was born to noble and
wealthy parents who pro-
vided him with a Christian education. He became a
physician and was elected and consecrated a bishop
at a young age. During the persecution of Licinius,
Blaise was taken to Agricolaus, the governor of Cap-
padocia and Lesser Armenia, and thrown into jail.
One legend has it that on his way to prison, Blaise
commanded a wolf to release a pig belonging to a
