Wednesday, Pope Francis has begun
to share his reflections on how this
coronavirus pandemic can be our teacher. ¢
The pandemic has highlighted how vulner-
able and interconnected everyone is. If we do
not take care of one another, starting with the
least, with those who are most impacted, in-
cluding creation, we cannot heal the world. In
responding to the grave challenges caused by the present pan-
demic, we Christians are guided by the wisdom and strength born
of the virtues of faith, hope
tues heal us and enable us in
ence to our world. They can inspire in us a new and creative
SoPul T'ti Hr otudg hh etl hpe Upsr ofcace todayds
spiritual infirmities and change the unjust and destructive behav-
iours that threaten the future of our human family.

Commendable is the effort of so many people who have
been offering evidence of human and Christian love for
neighbour, dedicating themselves to the sick even at the risk of
their own health. They are heroes! However, the coronavirus is
not the only disease to be fought, but rather, the pandemic has
shed light on broader social ills. One of these is a distorted view
of the person, a perspective that ignores the dignity and rela-
tional nature of the person. At times we look at others as ob-
jects, to be used and discarded. In reality this type of perspec-
tive blinds and fosters an individualistic and aggressive throw -
away culture, which transforms the human being into a consumer
good

In the light of faith we know, instead, that God looks at a
man and a woman in another manner. He created us not as ob-
jects but as people loved and ca-
pable of loving; He has created us
in His image and likeness. In this
way He has given us a unique dig-
nity, calling us to live in commun- -@
ion with Him, in communion with
our sisters and our brothers, with
respect for all creation. Creation
is the harmony in which we are
called to live. And in this commun-
ion, in this harmony that is com-
munion, God gives us the ability to
procreate and safeguard life, to
till and keep the land. It is clear that one cannot procreate and
safeguard life without harmony; it will be destroyed.

Therefore, let us ask the Lord to give us eyes attentive to our
brothers and sisters, especially those who are suffering. As Je-

These are the two unpleasant attitudes that run counter to har-
mony. Indifferent: | look the other way. Individualist: looking out
only for oneds own interest.
that we look at others, the needs of others, the problems of oth-
ers, in communion. We are social beings; we need to live in this
social harmony, but when there is selfishness, our outlook does
not reach others, the community, but focuses on ourselves, and
this makes us ugly, nasty and selfish, destroying harmony.

This renewed awareness of the dignity of every human being
has serious social, economic and political implications. While we
all work for a cure for a virus that strikes everyone without dis-
tinction, faith exhorts us to commit ourselves seriously and ac-
tively to combat indifference in the face of violations of human
dignity. This culture of indifference that accompanies the throw-
away culture: things that do not affect me, do not interest me.
Faith always requires that we let ourselves be healed and con-
verted from our individualism, whether personal or collective.
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
