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October 22, 2025

The meeting began at 6:35 pm with a prayer led by Fr. Gideon and the Gospel reflection.
Old business:
1. Evaluation of Name Tag Weekend.
Comments included: people are getting used to it, it’s an opportunity to get to know the names of those around you, priest able to call people by name which people appreciate, possible problem with sticking to clothing, leave it to the person if they want to attach it to clothing/coat.  The decision is to continue with this project.

2. Reestablish the Formation Commission
Fr. Gideon:  Merging the Formation Commissions of both parishes is difficult. For the present the Adult Faith Formation Committee should continue as is.  Each parish should form its own Formation Commission.  Later the key members of the two commissions could meet three to four times a year to discuss how things are going.
3. Organize a Ministry Fair
Currently each commission or ministry sponsors a Café Sunday and uses that opportunity to promote its commission or ministry.  
Having a Ministry Fair that provides an opportunity for parishioners, including those who do not attend Café Sunday, to ask questions about each commission and its ministries would be worthwhile.  The council agreed to ask the Stewardship Commission to take on this event.  It was also suggested that the “Time and Talent” sign up sheet, from the past, be considered to be used again.  
Both Café Sunday and a Ministry Fair should be utilized to encourage involvement.  
Additionally, a speaker at each Mass would be a consideration.

4. Submission of Commission minutes to the parish office (record retention for parish archives)
The following was agreed upon:
a. Liaisons submit the minutes to the secretary asap following a commission meeting.
b. Secretary send the commission minutes, with the agenda, a week before the council meeting
c. Secretary submit the commission minutes to the office along with the council minutes.  This enables council members to read the minutes ahead of time.

5. Communication with the parish office regarding events.
a. Budgeting 
The parish budget is discussed in March.  Any events involving expenses need to be submitted to the office by that time.
b. License or other special requirements
Commission/ministries need to take care of licenses or liability forms well ahead of time.

New Business
1. Safety and security procedures
Due to the possibility of shootings at churches to ensure the safety of our families attending Mass the following measures have been taken.
a.  Church doors
i. All of the church doors are locked once Mass begins. Parents late for the school Mass must go to the school office to be let into the church.  Those arriving late for Mass on weekends will be let in by the ushers.
ii. The church doors can be used to exit if necessary
iii. The doors lock automatically at a specified time.
b. The ushers watch for anything suspicious
c. Cameras have been installed on the property.
d. Panic buttons have been installed.
e. Those in charge of large events such as the Christmas concert and Dinner Auction need to be mindful of the possibility of someone entering the building.
2. Deanery meetings
Fr. Gideon has contacted the Archdiocese regarding the deanery meetings.  The Southeast deanery has not scheduled a meeting as of this time but Tom, from the Archdiocese is reaching out to representatives and to Adam, the chairperson, to schedule a meeting.
3. Advent Reflection
Dr. Dan Scholtz will be giving a talk on December 4th for the Formation families, but all parishioners will be invited to attend.  It will be the same talk he gave to the council in September.  The Formation Parish families will be asked to provide soups and the parish will provide bread and butter.  The evening will begin with socializing in the gathering space and then move to the church for the talk.
Parishioners from St. Roman and St. James will be invited to attend as well.  This is an opportunity to “test the waters” for a tri-parish mission.
4. Youth participation at a Sunday Mass
In an attempt to bring more families to Sunday Mass, Mary Jo suggested that we have a Mass where young people welcome parishioners, serve as lector, and bring up the gifts.  It is outstanding when the youth help at the Anointing Mass or the Children’s choir sings at a Sunday Mass.  Warren will bring this idea to the Prayer and Worship meeting. 

5. Council members participation at parish events (wear the Pastoral Council badge) 
Council members are encouraged to attend major parish events, such as October Fest, the Dinner Auction, Advent Reflection, and the Tree lighting ceremony, and to wear their badges when doing so.

6. Approval of the minutes via email.
Our next meeting isn’t until January so we will use email to approve the minutes.  Council members will be expected to respond within one week.  The first responder should “Move to approve the minutes.”  The second responder should “Second the motion.”  All others should approve or disapprove the minutes.  Additions or corrections will be taken care of.

Sr. Janet will be leading the Advent Reflections on Wednesday afternoons again this year.  An evening session using Zoom will also be offered.

The commission is making it a point to keep the monthly and quarterly donation local.
The ministry to the homebound continues with Fr. Shijo making home visits and Judy Battani and Casey Kaye taking communion to those at home.  The ministry at St. Luke’s is active.
The St. Vincent dePaul society is running low on provisions.
Prayer Shawl is active and has plenty of yarn.
The Carnation Sale was not as successful as expected but that may have been due to no announcements.
The Mass of Anointing was successful.
The Giving Tree will provide gifts to the House of Peace and to the St. Bakhita Catholic Worker House.
The Exceptional Choir will sponsor the November Café Sunday.

School – Mary Ann Nemeth
Due to a change in the starting time for the meeting to 3:30 pm Mary Ann was not able to attend the meeting.  
Stewardship – Catherine Mucek
No report.
Parish Life – Renee Segel
The Parish Life committee had three meetings in August, September, and October.
The Adult Game Night and Children’s Game Day were very successful.  Another set of events is planned for March.
They are working on the Octoberfest and the Auction Dinner at this time.
They are planning a Friday Fish Fry possibly scheduled for February 2nd.  They are doing a trial run in December and will be using/renting the fryers from St. Roman.  
They provided a basket for the Dinner Auction.
Finance Council – Patti Bohman
The National Security Grant was used to provide security measures as described earlier.
Cleanup from the damage from the August storms has been completed.  Insurance covered much of the cost.
Two Air Conditioners will be replaced for the school.  About 30% of the cost will come from the parish and about 70% from the school.
Repairs are needed at the convent.
The parking lot cracks have been filled.
