Descriptions of prayer are abundant throughout 
Christian history. "True prayer," wrote St.      
Augustine, "is nothing but love." Prayer should 
arise from the heart. "Prayer," said St. John  
Vianney, "is the inner bath of love into which the 
soul plunges itself.""Everyone of us needs half 
an hour of prayer each day," remarked St.   
Francis de Sales, "except when we are busy - 
then we need an hour." Definitions of prayer are  
important, but insufficient. There is a huge    
difference between knowing about prayer and 
praying. On this issue, the Rule of St. Benedict 
is clear, "If a man wants to pray, let him go and 
pray."

Q. Why do we have advent wreaths? 
A.  It is interesting how traditions come about, and how even things 
which we think of as important traditions are sometimes not very 
old at all. 
 

As far as we know, many scholars think that what became the   
Advent wreath appeared among German Lutherans in the 16th      
century.  But the modern version that we know of dates to the 19th 
century.  This version, besides the larger candles, had little candles 
for the weekdays in-between.  The four larger candles were all 
white, not coordinated with the liturgy. 
 

The custom became popular among German Catholics in the 
1920s, and spread to the US and Canada in the 1930s (the    
Christmas tree also came from Germany, having been introduced 
to North America in the late 1700s), and continued to spread until 
today, where we would think it odd if a parish in the US didnôt have 
an Advent wreath!  In many places it became the custom to use 3 
purple and 1 rose candle to imitate the liturgical colors for the    
Sundays (but this isnôt always the case.  The one Pope Benedict 
had in his office used red candles!).
