Did you know?   
Far-reaching effects of child abuse 

Children who suffer from sexual abuse run a greater 
risk of negative associated outcomes, not only with 
their mental health, but also suicidal tendencies, 
potential future abuse, more cognitive deficits, or 
lower educational interests and efforts. Abused 
children also are at higher risk for eating disorders, 
obesity, early onset of puberty, or chronic health issues. 
Ultimately, abuse has far-reaching consequences 
beyond childhood for many victims, and it is critical to 
act quickly to protect potential victims. It’s important 
to remember that any intervention or supportive 
response from a safe adult can reduce the risk of many 
or all negative outcomes.

They finished 
installing key electrical 
wiring, set up 
communication systems that 
help everything work 
together, added new lights, 
and installed the main 
electrical panels.

features, such as electric car chargers and accessibility upgrades, can be 
completed.
