Solar Carport Project update!! 

This week, the construction team continued making strong progress on the 
solar carport project. Underground work and equipment installation were 
the focus, with trenching, boring, and concrete/asphalt work completed by 
Horizon Underground. Meanwhile, the Mesa Solar Team began installing key 
AC equipment and setting up electric vehicle (EV) chargers—important 
steps that bring us closer to a fully functional, sustainable energy system. 

These infrastructure upgrades lay the groundwork for future features, 
including clean power generation and accessibility improvements that will 
benefit our entire parish community. 

Weekend parking remains expanded—thank you for your continued 
flexibility! The school grounds are open for use, with only the carport area 
still fenced off while construction continues. We’re so grateful for your 
patience and support as Holy Angels takes this exciting step toward clean 
energy and environmental stewardship. If you have any 
questions, feel free to reach out to the parish office.
