This week brought exciting progress on our solar carport project! The Mesa Solar Team
completed all the electrical installation work for the carport system—a major milestone
that moves us significantly closer to our clean energy goals. The team also made
wonderful progress on installing the electric vehicle charging stations, bringing this
sustainable feature closer to reality for our parish family.

With the carport electrical work now finished, we're well into the final phases of the
project. The remaining work focuses on system commissioning, final inspections, and
completing those EV charging stations. Soon, we'll have a unified clean energy system
that will serve our Holy Angels community for years to come while demonstrating our
commitment to caring for God'’s creation.

Weekend parking remains available in our expanded areas—thank you for your
ongoing patience and flexibility! The school grounds remain open, with just the carport
construction area still fenced off as the team puts the finishing touches on our new solar
installation. Your understanding and support mean the world to us as we take this
meaningful step toward environmental stewardship and sustainable energy.
