 An old and wise maxim concerning the spiritual life 
states: ñThe spiritual life is all lifeò and not just those times 
when we pray and come to Church. If the spiritual life is all 
of life, then the way we deal with our relationships and with 
lifeôs hurts and losses, as well as the way we handle our 
money, either help or hurt our relationship with God. When 
we see financial resources as a gift from God and we prayer-
fully seek to be wise and generous stewards of this gift, we 
impact in a positive way our relationship with God. On the 
other hand, when we leave God out of this area of our life or 
choose to be greedy with our financial resources, we hurt our 
relationship with God. 
 Some years ago, I read that there are over 2,300 verses in 
the Bible about money, possessions and the right manage-
ment of them, and only 500 verses that relate to prayer and 
faith.  Isnôt that amazing!  I wonder why the Bible talks so 
much about money way more than I do! Might it be because 
God is very aware of how preoccupation with money 
(especially when we have a sufficient amount of it to pay our 
bills) can be a big distraction to our relationship with him?

1. God expects us to do so.  Every day in my morning pray-
er, I thank God for the material and spiritual blessings in my 
life. But I also know that the best way to show my gratitude 
is by generously sharing both of these blessings with my 
Church family and wider community I belong to. God did 
not bless me so that I could be greedy;  he blessed me so that 
I can bless others. 
 

2. We could have been born in a slum here or elsewhere.  
Everyday, millions of our brothers and sisters in our global 
family deal with gross poverty.  By an accident of birth, we 
were fortunate enough not to have been one of them. Re-
flecting on this reality should be reason enough for all of    
us to be very generous with the financial blessings that we 
enjoy. 
 

3. Consistent financial giving is Godôs cure for greedy 
tendencies.  If grief is Godôs cure for dealing with a loss, 
and forgiveness is Godôs cure for healing a hurt, consistent 
financial giving is Godôs cure for dealing with any greedy 
tendencies in us. Itôs amazing how easily greed can take 
hold of usðwhether we are poor or rich. Some poor and 
rich people are very generous, and other poor and rich peo-
ple are very greedy. 
 

4. Generous financial giving makes us a little more like 
our good and generous God.  If forgiving lifeôs hurts 
makes us more like a forgiving God, generous giving of our 
financial resources makes us more like our good and gener-
ous God. 
 

5.  Experience the joy of giving. There is real joy in giving. 
I am sure many of you have experienced it.

1. Giving something to the offertory collection basket is 
always way better than giving nothing. 
 

 Giving nothing to the offertory collection is a voteð
intended or unintendedðto close the parish. While I feel I 
am pretty sensitive and often helpful to families who are  
going through a difficult time financially, I firmly believe it 
is an act of faith in God to give something to the offertory 
collection no matter how poor we are.  Remember how   
Jesus praised the poor widow for her contribution of a few 
pennies saying that she gave more than all the rest consider-
ing her financial situation. 
 

2.  If currently your practice is to give ñloose changeò to 
the offertory collection, consider moving to the next level. 
 The next step up from being a ñloose changeò giver is to 
become a ñpercentage giver.ò After prayerful reflection, all 
of us would most likely agree that Godôs work carried out 
week after week in every parish deserves more than our 
loose change, especially when we are in a position to give 
way more than loose change. 
 When it comes to this aspect of our spiritual life, most 
ópercentage giversô to the offertory collection would say that 
ódoing the mathô was a significant and important step. When 
we have the courage to ódo the math,ô we may discover that 
we are more generous than we thought or we may discover 
that we are not as generous as we thought. 
 If you have never ódone the mathô on what percentage 
you give to church and charity, please consider doing so. 
That would be a big step when it comes to this aspect of 
your spiritual life. It would mean you are inviting God into 
an aspect of your life that you may have thus far kept him 
out of.

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3.  Work towards or beyond the biblical ideal of tithe. 
 In the Old Testament, there are several references to  
tithing. God asked Israel to give a tithe, i.e., 10% or more, 
of the harvest to the Temple. In the Book of Sirach, Godôs 
Word says to us: ñWith each contribution, show a cheerful 
countenance, and pay your tithes with a spirit of joy. Give to 
the Lord as he has given to you, generously, according to 
your meansò (35:8-9). 
 I assume that some of you reading this column already 
do set aside 10% of your income for church or for church 
and charity. Perhaps some of you who do not set aside a 
whole tithe (10%) could do so without too much added   
sacrifice. The main thing is that we are making a decent 
effort to move in the direction of giving a full tithe (10%) to 
church and charity. 
 

     I conclude with a favorite Scripture verse on financial 
giving: "Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earthé 
Rather store up treasures in heavenò (Matt 6:19-20).  It has 
also been said: ñWe cannot take our money with us, but we 

can send it ahead of us by supporting the mission of the 
Church.  In doing so, we store up treasures in heaven.ò

Knights of Columbus Council and Ladies Auxiliary are kicking off a Baby Bottle Campaign this weekend 
to raise and donate money to help local crisis pregnancy organizations to support the culture of life and to counter 

the threat of abortion in our area.  Monday, Jan. 22, is the 45th anniversary of Roe v. Wade court decision legalizing abortion in 
our nation.  There have been over 56 million abortions since 1973. The Council of Catholic Bishops have identified Monday, Jan. 
22, as a Day of Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn Children.  
     Your prayers and donations will save and change lives for many women in our area facing crisis pregnancy choices. With your prayers 
and financial help, our intent is to support Birthright of Melbourne, Genesis House, Florida Crisis Pregnancy Resource Center, and to     
support Knights of Columbus Culture of Life Fund.   
     Birthright of Melbourne is partnered with Genesis House and understands the challenges related to unplanned pregnancies.  They 
know that there is hope for the mother and her child and believes that ñit is the right of every pregnant woman to give birth, and the right of 
every child to be born.ò  Donations received would be earmarked for layettes, diapers and maternity supplies.  
     Genesis House provides safe shelter for women who are pregnant. Since 1977 many thousands of young women have received need-
ed care and services. Donations received will be used specifically for the services for pregnant women including shelter, birthing and   
parenting classes, transportation costs to appointments, supplies needed during pregnancy and for newborns.  
     Florida Crisis Pregnancy Resource Center is a non-profit organization providing services to women in a Crisis Pregnancy situation. The 
organization is run solely by volunteers out of office space provided by the Florida Adoption Center. They provide free pregnancy testing 
and pregnancy counseling to enable women to see the benefits of choosing to parent, or make an adoption plan, over the alternative of 
abortion. Last year, FCPRC counseled and provided services to well over 20 women/couples, 13 of whom eventually chose to make an 
adoption plan and the others deciding to parent. FCPRC can say without hesitation that due to services provide by volunteers, babies 
were saved from the horror of being aborted.   
     Knights of Columbus Culture of Life Fund provides financial support for the Order's Ultrasound Initiative and for groups and projects 
including: the Sisters of Life, Birthright International, the National Life Center, the National Catholic Bioethics Center, the Secretariat of  
Pro-Life Activities of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, and various state referenda on pro-family issues. 
     The Knights of Columbus Council and Ladies Auxiliary will be handing out baby bottles after each Mass this weekend, Jan. 
13/14.  We ask you to fill the baby bottle with change, bills or check and return it for collection at Masses on the weekend of Jan.
