Fatima Prayer (pray at the end of each decade) 

O My Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us from the fires of Hell and lead all souls to 

Heaven, especially those who are in most need of Thy mercy. 

Reflection: In John’s Gospel for this Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time (John 6: 

1-15) we begin Jesus’ Bread of Life discourse. John tells us that many were 

following Jesus because they had seen the signs he was performing on the sick, 

but Jesus was also concerned about their fundamental needs for food – material 

and spiritual. We pray that all perceive the miracles of Jesus in meeting all our 

needs.
