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SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER - DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY (Year B) - April 7, 2024
Today’s Gospel Reflection: John 20:19-31

A protestant pastor friend of mine was invited to meet Pope Francis with a group of other pastors. He
noticed the Pope’s chair was especially ornate and set at the head of the group. He somewhat playfully
J said, “Holy Father, why do you get that special chair?” The group chuckled nervously at my friend’s
audacious chide.

The following year, the group was invited to return. They entered the room to find only simple chairs
placed in a circle. Pope Francis entered, sat down in one of the humble chairs and, looking directly at my
friend, with a twinkle in his eye, asked, “What do you think of my chair now?” My friend was stunned
A that the Pope remembered his concerns — and took the time to answer them.

Thomas the apostle was certainly stunned by the Risen Jesus dlsplaylng his wounds in person. But he also must have been equally
shocked that Jesus knew and answered his particular questions, worries, and even demands related to his faith. How humbled — and
perhaps a bit terrified — he must have been to realize God remembers his concerns and cares enough to answer them.

What questions or demands about Jesus do you find in your heart? Like Thomas, will you be bold enough to voice them this week?

THE 50 DAYS OF
EASTER

The word “Easter” comes from
Old English, meaning simply the
“East.” The sun which rises in the
East, bringing light, warmth, and
hope, is a symbol for the Christian
of the rising Christ, who is the true
Light of the world. The Paschal
Candle used during the Easter
Vigil is a central symbol of this divine light, which is Christ.

The Easter Vigil is the “Mother of All Vigils” and Easter Sunday is the
greatest of all Sundays. The season of Easter is the most important of all
liturgical times, which Catholics celebrate as the Lord's resurrection
from the dead, culminating in his Ascension to the Father and sending
of the Holy Spirit upon the Church.

There are 50 days of Easter from the first Sunday to Pentecost. It is
characterized, above all, by the joy of glorified life and the victory over
death expressed most fully in the great resounding cry of the Chris-
tian: Alleluia! All faith flows from faith in the resurrection: “If Christ
has not been raised, then empty is our preaching; empty, too, is your
faith.” (1 Cor 15:14)

On May 5, 2000, Pope Saint John
Paul II decreed that the Second

. Mercy Sunday. The feast was es-
: & ablished by the pope after he can-
onized Saint Faustina, a humble Polish nun to whom
Jesus revealed his message of divine mercy.

Born in 1905, Saint Faustina be-
came a member of the Congregation of the Sisters of
Our Lady of Mercy at age 20. While at the convent,
beginning in February 1931, she received several reve-
lations from Jesus, who communicated to her the depth
of his mercy and his desire that all be merciful to one
another. The Lord also shared with her his desire that a
feast day be dedicated to Divine Mercy and that it be
celebrated on the Sunday after Easter. Saint Faustina's
diary, in which she details the revelations, includes 14
occasions on which the Lord asks that a feast day be
established.

Take an Easter Walk

Sometimes during Easter season, take a walk around your
neighborhood, in your garden, at the park, or even at the local
shopping center. Look for signs of new life all around you. Re-
member the neophytes—those who were baptized at the Easter
Vigil—who are “new plants” in the household of God.

Do a Baptism search

Search for photos and other moments of your own Baptism, for
example, your baptismal gown or certificates. Place those in a
prominent spot in your home during the season. Bring home
some holy water from the parish baptismal font, and use it to
make the sign of the cross each morning on your forehead.

Wear white and dress up

On Sundays, during the season, try wear lots of white or some-
thing more Easter-y,” for example, a flower corsage on your
wrist or lapel. If you don’t usually dress up for Sunday Mass,
wear dressier clothes each Sunday of Easter. Each time you
dress, remember that you have been “clothed in Christ.”

Light candles

Buy some nice candles for your home. Place them in your living
room and on your dinner table. Light them at night and whenev-
er you sit down to eat at home. Use a match to light them, and
as you strike the match, say “Christ, our Light.”

Dress up you dinner table

Throughout the season, use a table cloth on you kitchen or din-
ner table if you don’t already. Use the nicer plates, utensils, and
glasses that you save for special occasions. Commit to eating at
least one meal at home on Sundays. Light candles, turn off the
TV, cellphones, and put on some nice music for these meals.
Every time you eat, begin by saying, “Jesus, Lamb of God.”

PASCUA

La Vigilia Pascual es “la Ma-
dre de todas las vigilias”. El
Domingo de Pascua, por tanto,
es el mayor de todos los do-
mingos, y el Tiempo Pascual
es el mas importante de todos los tiempos liturgicos. Pascua es
la celebracion de la resurreccion del Sefior de entre los muertos.

Hay 50 dias de Pascua desde el primer domingo a Pen-
tecostés. Se caracteriza, sobre todo, por la alegria de la vida
glorificada y la victoria sobre la muerte, expresada mas plena-
mente en la gran resonante aclamacion del cristiano: jAleluya!
Toda la fe fluye de la resurreccion: “Si Cristo no ha resucitado,

vana es nuestra predicacion; vana, también es nuestra fe”
(1 Cor 15:14).

La palabra Pascua viene del paso del Seiior, la Pas-
cua judia que conmemora la noche anterior al paso liberador de
los judios por el mar Rojo, de la esclavitud a la libertad, de la
muerte a la vida, de la tiniebla a la luz. El Cirio Pascual es un
simbolo central de esta luz divina, que es Cristo. Se coloca cerca
del ambon durante el Tiempo Pascual y se enciende en todas las
celebraciones litargicas.

El Domingo de la Divina
Misericordia se celebra el
Segundo Domingo de Pascua,

1 5 de mayo de 2000, el Papa San Juan
Pablo II decretd que el Segundo Domin-
g0 de Pascua, la Octava de Pascua, se
conoceria como Domingo de la Divina
Misericordia.

Santa Faustina, nacida en 1905, se
fconvirtid en miembro de la Congrega-
cion de las Hermanas de Nuestra Sefiora
de la Misericordia a los 20 afios.
Mientras estaba en el convento, a partir de febrero de 1931, reci-
bid varias revelaciones de Jesus, quien le comunico la profundi-
dad de su misericordia. y su deseo de que todos sean misericor-
diosos unos con otros.

El Sefior también comparti6 con ella su deseo de que se
dedique una fiesta a la Divina Misericordia y se celebre el do-
mingo después de Pascua. El diario de santa Faustina, en el que
detalla las revelaciones, incluye 14 ocasiones en las que el Sefior
pide que se establezca una fiesta.
