Today’s Gospel Reflection: Luke 24:35-48

When I was a kid, a friend at my home parish told me, “If you get to Mass by the Gospel reading, it
counts!” As a lifelong late-arriver, it’s something I have told myself many times, especially in my earli-
| | er years as a Catholic. If the “it counts” is justifiable on a pathetically minimal scale of liturgical legal-
' | ism, then the Gospel reading today shows how insanely wrong-headed it is, and how helpful it is to re-

The famous “Road to Emmaus” story recounts, on that first Sunday of the Resurrection, the basic
two-fold structure of the Mass: Word, followed by Eucharist. Jesus spends a significant period of time
with two dismayed disciples, as he connects a wide swath of the Hebrew scriptures with his own suffer-

ing, death, and resurrection. They would later report that this Liturgy of the Word touched their hearts with an inexplicable fire. This
Word-induced flame alone is what leads the two disciples to discover Jesus’ presence in the “breaking of the bread.”

With this in mind, how can we possibly think that the Liturgy of the Word is unnecessary or
incidental? The two disciples needed the Scriptures explained to them in order to experience Jesus alive in the eucharistic breaking
of bread. Sure, we say, but they had the Risen Jesus. But that’s precisely the point: Jesus is risen and accompanies us in both parts of
the Mass. Imagine how much our experience of Jesus in the Eucharist would deepen if we (preachers and listeners) took even more
seriously that Jesus himself sets our hearts ablaze with his Word so that we know him in the Eucharist. That Word-induced fire

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Dear Families and Friends,

Recently we celebrated The Divine Mercy Sunday. The following day, we also had an opportuni-
ty to view the total eclipse which, according to Astronomers, occurs on average once every 375
years. These two events and the Easter event present rare opportunities — opportunities, neverthe-
less.

Recently I witnessed several families going through various tragedies, some recent and some with flashbacks of
the past. In these situations, several family members felt agony, unease, pain, regret, and hurt. We tend to believe
that if we could have done this or that, then the tragedy or death of our loved ones would not have happened. We
tend to blame ourselves or blame those involved. I have shared that pain and sadness with these families. Howev-
er, Easter provides us the opportunity to remember that we have not totally lost our loved ones, but that we will
see them again.

Jesus wants you to realize that you can surrender the heavy burdens on your heart and soul. Jesus assures us that
we will see our loved ones again. Therefore, we need not sustain our feelings of agony, regret, or heartache. Each
of us desires for ourselves what Jesus desires for us — our tranquility and our joy, our living a meaningful life
knowing that we will someday meet God and each other in heaven, where there is only peace and joy.

I hope that you celebrate this Easter Season with the freshness of the realization that Jesus lifts our burdens when
lifted up on the Cross and when risen from the dead. Jesus wants
you to be at peace.

WHY DO WE DO THAT? CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED
“ANGELS”

Question: I’ve heard that we become angels when we die. Is this what the Church teaches?

Answer: As human beings, we are both spiritual and corporeal. We are body and soul. This makes
us unique in all creation. No other physical creature — plant or animal — possesses an immortal
soul made in God’s image and likeness. Like the distinction with plants and animals, angels have
an entirely different sort of existence. Angels are pure immortal spirit, and they have been so since
the moment of their creation. While they may take on an appearance of a body in Biblical history,
they are not a body like we are. Angels are neither male nor female, despite the art we often see.

As the result of the Fall, human beings experience death. Our souls are temporarily separated from
our bodies. However, we do not become something other than human. Every Sunday in the Creed we profess “T believe in the resur-

rection of the body.” As Jesus was united with his body on the third day, so too will we be united with our bodies at the end of time.

# 328 The existence of the spiritual, non-corporeal beings that Sacred Scripture usually calls "angels" is a truth of faith. The witness
of Scripture is as clear as the unanimity of Tradition.

Who are they?

# 329 St. Augustine says: "'Angel' is the name of their office, not of their nature. If you seek the name of their nature, it is 'spirit'; if
you seek the name of their office, it is 'angel': from what they are, 'spirit', from what they do, 'angel."" With their whole beings the
angels are servants and messengers of God. Because they "always behold the face of my Father who is in heaven" they are the
"mighty ones who do his word, hearkening to the voice of his word".
# 330 As purely spiritual creatures angels have intelligence and will: they are personal and immortal creatures, surpassing in perfec-
tion all visible creatures, as the splendor of their glory bears witness.
