Today’s Gospel Reilection: Matthew 2:1-12

When I was 22, I went on a pilgrimage to Rome for the Jubilee Year of 2000. I was traveling light with just a
backpack, one blue shirt and black pants, little money, and no Italian. I had a few close friends and one goal:
to reach the Eternal City. Despite the challenges and deprivations, I felt alive in a way I had never known

When do you feel most alive? I’d wager it’s not when you’re most comfortable or surrounded by stuff. Ra-
ther, it’s when your life is aimed at something great; when you’re on a meaningful and challenging journey with good friends.

That’s the image the Magi give us in today’s Gospel. They set out from the East not with certainty, but with hope. They study the
signs, discipline their attention, and journey together, offering the best they have when they find the newborn King.

The Church gives us their story at the start of the year to reawaken something in us. We are not meant to drift. We’re meant to jour-
ney as pilgrims. The Jubilee Year of 2025 may have ended, but our pllgrlmage has not. Like the magi, the closer we get to Christ, the
more alive we become. — Father John Muir ©LPi

THE EPIPHANY OF THE LORD TRADITIONS

After preparing for the birth of Jesus with posadas, live Nativity
scenes, midnight Masses, and Nochebuena (Christmas Eve) tradi-
tions, thousands of Latinos in the United States will continue the
Christmas season by celebrating Epifania, or Epiphany. When the

While Christmas Eve and Christmas center on Christ's birth, gifts are traditionally re-
served for Epiphany. This tradition was inherited from Spain, and thousands of Catholics
from Latin America celebrate it differently. Some children put shoes under the tree, others
under beds, and even food and water are left for the Magi's camels. These traditions have
in common the centrality of the Christ child in the manger, prompting contemplation of
how God's promise is fulfilled.

As part of the Epiphany tradition, families share the Rosca de

5 Reyes, a sweet bread with a hidden Baby Jesus figure. Whoever
g4 finds it prepares tamales for Candlemas Day (February 2), mark-
ing the close of the Christmas season.

The Gospel tell us that the magi found Christ “on entering the
house.” The door to your home is a holy threshold. You can
bless those who come in and go out by inscribing above the
door in chalk: The first numbers of the year + C + M + B + the
last two numbers of the year:

It is appropriate to bless
your door in January (janua means door and the first month I
the door to the new year).

GOLD: was a gift given to kings, which
means that Jesus was considered the king of
the Jews.

INCENSE: Jewish and Hebrew cultures used
incense as an offering to God. Giving incense
to Jesus means that they recognized him as a
divinity and the son of God.

MYRRH: The Jews used it to embalm corpses and perfume
people, meaning that the kings recognized the child as a man
and that he would die for men.
