7 1 was 22 years old, lying in bed one night while on a pilgrimage, when I suddenly sensed an idea in my

z mind: “Go to the seminary.” There was no voice, no vision, but a gentle and unmistakable clarity. I simp-
ly prayed, “Lord, if that’s from you, let me find great joy in it.” Three days later, my heart was bursting
with joy. I dropped everything and entered the seminary. The older I get, the stranger my rather careless
and hasty departure seems to me. I followed not because it made sense, or because I was especially

" , brave. I went because the Lord called me.

says, “Come after me” (Matthew 4:19). And immediately they leave their nets and follow. There’s no explanation, no hesitation ...
just movement. Why? As St. John says, “In this is love: not that we have loved God, but that he loved us” (1 John 4:10). They
do not leave their nets because his call made perfect, calculable sense. They left them because they were called. And Jesus’ call is

powerful.

Take a moment this week to remember when Christ first called you. However small or quiet it was, recall it, and give thanks. The
more we marvel that Christ has called us personally, the more passionately and freely we will follow him.

I pray that God will continue to send us companions—people will-
ing to walk with us and work alongside us—so that together we
may achieve what we hope for and need in the year ahead.
