PENTECOST SUNDAY (Year A) - May 24, 2026
Today’s Gospel Reflection: John 20:19-23

“He breathed on them and said to them, ‘Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and
whose sins you retain are retained.’” (John 20:22-23)

For those of us who go to confession regularly, there is often a familiar frustration: “Why do I keep confessing
the same sins?” It can feel like a loop, cleansed but unchanged.

Pentecost reveals a hopeful perspective. When the Risen Jesus breathes on his ashamed and fearful disciples and gives them the Ho-
ly Spirit, he echoes Genesis, when God breathes life into Adam. This is not just primarily the removal of guilt, but new creation.

In confession, we receive more than forgiveness. We receive a fresh outpouring, the breath of the Spirit, and a renewed mission. Je-
sus does not say to us, “You’re forgiven, now go back to your old life.” He says, so to speak, “As the Father has sent me, so I send

you.” (John 20:21)

That is why penance is not just saying a few prayers. It is reorientation. It is the Spirit summoning us to live differently: with mercy
and healing. Just as Adam was sent into the world, and the Apostles were sent out after Pentecost, so too we are sent from the con-

fessional — not just clean, but consecrated.

Pentecost Challenge: After your next confession, ask the Holy Spirit for one way you can participate in Christ’s healing will for
you. Then take one small, concrete step, and do not look back. — Father John Muir ©LPi

We're all familiar with our birthdays, and we celebrate them
because they mark the day of the year on which we entered
into this life. But did you know you have a second birth-
day?

Because you are part of the body of the Church, Pentecost is
the Church's birthday, and yours as well. And like any
birthday, it's a cause for celebration.

The word Pentecost comes from the Greek pentecosté, and
it means “50th day.” Fifty days after Easter Sunday, we cele-
brate the coming of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles and
their followers, and the beginning of their Earthly ministry to
make disciples of all nations.

Pentecost is also a Jewish holiday, which the Jews celebrate
to commemorate the end of Passover. Jews celebrate the gift
of the law to Moses at Mt. Sinai on this day. But we, as
Catholics, celebrate the birth of our Church.

At Pentecost, the Apostles and their followers were gathered
in a room. Jews from all over the world were gathered with
Peter, the leader of the Apostles and the Eleven.

At this time, a great wind blew, and a flame appeared as a
tongue of fire, which split itself into many individual flames
above the heads of all those present.

The Holy Spirit came upon these people, and each began to
speak in tongues. Even though many had no common lan-
guage, they were perfectly able to understand one another.

Our Voices United in
Prayer: Music as Ministry

Have you ever thought to yourself the following:

"] cannot sing," "I do not feel like singing," "I do not know the
songs," or "someone else will sing"? If so, you are not alone. But
here is the truth: the Church has long recognized that singing
lifts the human heart toward God.

In fact, singing forms us. It is one way of expressing what we
were created for: to worship God. This is not about talent: God
does not ask us to be professional singers. He asks us to be
prayerful ones!

Liturgical Music differs from what is used in entertainment.
It is not a performance or concert we attend, rather it’s some-
thing that opens us to God’s grace. For the Church, music is a
ministry, a vocation. Dedicated musicians often spend many
hours preparing and sharing their God-given talents to lead the
assembly in making a joyful noise to the Lord. When the assem-
bly joins together in song, we act as one Body, uplifting one
another in praise and worship of God. When we sing together,
we are praying twice, as St. Augustine taught.

How else can we think about the importance of singing at
Mass? Think about it this way: when your family gathers for a
birthday, does only one person sing Happy Birthday? No, every-
one joins in, even those who cannot carry a tune! We sing to-
gether because we are together, celebrating together. Mass is no
different. We sing because we are family, gathered to celebrate
the greatest gift of all: the Eucharist.

Music ministers — our choirs, cantors, and musicians —
have an important role: they lead and invite us to lift our voic-
es to the Lord together in song and prayer. When you hear the
cantor begin a song, they are saying, “Come, join me. Let us
pray together.” Your response is needed. Your voice, however
humble, belongs in the

song of the Church.

This week, commit to
singing at Mass! Arrive
early and look at the
music listed in your
worship aid. Take a
deep breath as the en-
trance song starts, and
just begin, do not
overthink it. Remember
that God delights in
hearing His children
sing, and so does your
parish family. Together,
let us make a joyful
noise to the Lord (Psalm
100:1).

Nuestras Voces Unidas en
Oracion: La Musica Como
Ministerio

JAlguna vez te has dicho a ti mismo: “No sé cantar,” “No
tengo ganas de cantar,” “No me sé las canciones” o “Ya cantara
otro?” Si es asi, no estas solo. Pero esta es la verdad: la Iglesia
reconoce desde hace mucho tiempo que el canto eleva el cora-
z6n humano hacia Dios. De hecho, el canto nos forma. Es una
forma de expresar para qué fuimos creados: para adorar a Dios.
No se trata de talento: Dios no nos pide que seamos cantantes
profesionales. ;Nos pide que seamos personas de oracion!

La Misica Liturgica difiere de la que se utiliza en el entrete-
nimiento. No es una actuacioén o un concierto al que asistimos,
sino algo que nos abre a la gracia de Dios. Para la Iglesia, la
musica es un ministerio, una vocacion. Los musicos dedicados
suelen pasar muchas horas preparandose y compartiendo los
talentos que Dios les ha dado para guiar a la asamblea en la
creacion de un alegre ruido para el Sefior.

Cantamos juntos porque estamos juntos, celebrando jun-
tos. La Misa no es diferente. Cantamos porque somos familia,
reunidos para celebrar el mayor regalo de todos: la Eucaristia.
