The Worship Committee has proposed a SECOND experimental setting for the parish worship space that will begin
on Saturday, October 20. This new setting is a rather simple modification of the current seating arrangement. The altar,
ambo and presider’s chair will remain where they are now, but the seating design will change. The new seating arrange-
ment will be more in the form of a cross (“cruciform”). It will attempt to combine more opportunity for worshippers to see
the faces of parishioners across from them while at the same time keeping the altar and ambo as the primary focus of
the space. A diagram of the new design is posted at the entrance of the church.

The Worship Committee proposes to keep this new experimental design from October 20 through the holidays. Then,
early in the new year, the committee will survey the worshipping community re: its preference for a more permanent set-
ting from the three recent ones: the original setting in the round with the altar and ambo at opposite ends; or the second
(current) setting with fan-shaped seating and the altar and ambo at the front; or the third setting coming Oct. 20.

DRIVER SAFETY COURSE
Become A Safer Driver and Save on Auto Insurance.

As part of a program of events being planned spe-
cifically for seniors, an AARP Driver Safety course will
be held in the Church Hall at St. James @ Sag Bridge
Catholic Church, 10600 So. Archer Ave., Lemont on
Wednesday, October 24 and Thursday October 25
from 9:30 am to 1:30 pm. The course is open to all of
driving age, including non-parishioners; however its
focus is on senior drivers, what is changing to our
roads, cars and to ourselves as we age. In addition,
strategies to keep us driving safely for as long as pos-
sible are covered.

Those who attend both days and complete the full
8 hours will be issued with a certificate. Insurance
companies here in lllinois are required to give drivers
55 and older a discount on their auto insurance for
the following three years. The exact amount of dis-
count depends on many factors and you should con-
sult your insurance agent for additional information. In
general, most will see a savings that exceeds the
course fee.

The course fee is $15 for AARP members and $20
for non AARP members. Note: there are no tests to
pass - just completion of the course. While there is no
direct linkage to driver license renewal, this can help
you prepare.

For those attending, please bring your driver’s li-
cense, AARP membership number, if applicable, a
pen and the course fee either in cash, check, or mon-
ey order. Checks and money orders should be made
payable to AARP.

BAPTISMS: Parents are expected to be registered in the parish, and are required to register for and attend a Baptism Preparation Program before scheduling the
Baptism. You are strongly encouraged to attend the program before the baby is born. Call the rectory a few months in advance.

MARRIAGE: Marriages should be arranged at least 6 months in advance. CHURCH ARRANGEMENTS ARE TO BE MADE FIRST. Hall and other social
arrangements are to be made after the Church date has been set. Weddings are not performed on Sundays. If either party is under 19 years of age, Diocesan
policy requires special instruction and a date cannot be given until the instructions have been completed and the Chancery Office has granted permission.

FUNERALS: Arrangements for a funeral must be made with the Rectory by a member of the family before publication of notice in the newspaper and the time or
date is set with the Funeral Director.

SICK CALLS: Call the Rectory at any time. If there is anyone at home who cannot get to Mass or the Sacraments because of illness or advanced age, please let Father
know. Family members may request to take communion to other members confined at home.

HOSPITAL CALLS: If you or one of your Catholic neighbors is entering the hospital, please let us know. Time and distance permitting we will do our best to visit you.

CONFESSIONS: On Saturdays as scheduled in the bulletin (generally first and third Saturdays at 3:30pm) and at any time upon request.

PARISH BOUNDARIES: North: 135th Street; East: Will-Cook Road; South: 151st Street; West: King Road and its extension.

NEW PARISHIONERS: All new families are welcome and should be registered in the parish. This may be done by visiting or calling the Rectory.

ST. BERNARD’S MEMORIAL FUND: Bequests or special donations to our Parish Memorial Fund may be made by contacting the Rectory.
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
