St. Bernard’s Renewed Outreach  
to the Sick 

 
 

“Is there anyone sick among you? Let him call for the elders of the 
church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name 
of the Lord.” (James 5:14)      

    St. Bernard’s has over twenty Eucharistic Ministers who are ready 
and willing to bring Communion to anyone who is homebound due to 
illness,  rehab after surgery or a chronic condition that keeps them 
from attending Mass. St. Bernard’s refers to these outreach ministers 
as “Hands of Care.” If you or a family member is homebound, we en-
courage you to contact the rectory and request a visit with Holy Com-
munion. Fr. Joe hopes to be the first to visit and share the Anointing of 
the Sick with the person. He will then seek the assistance of the Hands 
of Care Coordinator, Barbara Muszanski, to assign one of our many 
lay Hands of Care Ministers to visit with some regularity…weekly, twice 
a month, etc. These visits are scheduled at the convenience of the 
homebound and their caregivers. This outreach ministry to our sick and 
confined is a very important part of our parish ministry.

REMEMBER OUR BELOVED DEAD 
 

     The Church has always observed November as a spe-
cial time to remember the deceased.  As the month begins 
with the feasts of All Saints and All Souls, St. Bernard’s will 
continue our memorial throughout the month.  This year 
we offer you two ways to remember your own beloved 
dead… 
• We will be creating a beautiful gallery of pictures of our 

deceased loved ones.  We are blessed with Holy Wa-
ter at our Baptism and our casket is blessed with Holy 
Water at our funeral, so it is only fitting that our 
“Gallery of Life” will take place around our Baptismal 
Font.  If you would like your deceased loved ones re-
membered in this gallery, please bring a framed pic-
ture of them (8x10 or smaller) and bring it to the drop 
off table that will be next to the baptismal font, begin-
ning October 20th.  There will be a short form for you 
to fill out that will include your name, your phone num-
ber, the name of your loved one in the picture, a pho-
netic spelling of their name (if necessary), your rela-
tionship to the person in the picture, and your loved 
one’s years of life.  This will be taped to the back of 
each picture.  It is wise not to bring in a priceless heir-
loom frame/picture.   Your picture will be respectfully 
and artfully included in our finished gallery of life be-
ginning October 28th. 

• Include the names of your beloved deceased in the 
November Memorial List by completing the special 
envelope for that purpose.  (These are in the mailed 
packets and at the doors of the church.)  A special No-
vena (9 Masses ) will be offered specifically for these 
people during November.  The names will be part of 
the memorial display near the baptistry. 

• Also, please join us for a special All Souls’ Day Mass 
at 7:00pm on Friday, November 2nd. The names of all 
the deceased in our gallery of life will be read, in addi-
tion to the names of all those who have been buried 
from St. Bernard between November 2017 and No-
vember 2018.  Each family will be called up to light a 
small candle from the Paschal candle in honor of their 
deceased loved one. We can add the name of your 
loved one to the list that will be read on All Souls’ Day 
even if you do not bring in a picture.  If you plan to at-
tend, please contact the parish office via email at 
st.bernardsrectory@comcast.net by October 31st.

     The Knowledge and Prayer Series has announced a 
special October 29th program that will address the grow-
ing call for “assisted suicide”.  Dawn Fitzpatrick, Senior 
Coordinator of the Office of Human Dignity and Solidari-
ty of the Archdiocese of Chicago will be the featured 
speaker.  Her talk, entitled, NATURAL DEATH IN-
TERUPTED – THE “AID IN DYING’ MOVEMENT UN-
PACKED, will explain why “assisted suicide” is not ac-
ceptable and why natural death is God’s plan.  Dawn is

DRIVER SAFETY COURSE  
 

Become A Safer Driver and Save on Auto Insurance. 
 

     As part of a program of events being planned specifi-
cally for seniors, an AARP Driver Safety course will be 
held in the Church Hall at St. James @ Sag Bridge Cath-
olic Church, 10600 So. Archer Ave., Lemont on Wednes-
day, October 24 and Thursday October 25 from 9:30 am 
to 1:30 pm. The course is open to all of driving age, in-
cluding non-parishioners; however its focus is on senior 
drivers, what is changing to our roads, cars and to our-
selves as we age. In addition, strategies to keep us driv-
ing safely for as long as possible are covered.  
     Those who attend both days and complete the full 8 
hours will be issued with a certificate. Insurance compa-
nies here in Illinois are required to give drivers 55 and 
older a discount on their auto insurance for the following 
three years. The exact amount of discount depends on 
many factors and you should consult your insurance 
agent for additional information. In general, most will see 
a savings that exceeds the course fee.  
     The course fee is $15 for AARP members and $20 for 
non AARP members. Note: there are no tests to pass - 
just completion of the course. While there is no direct 
linkage to driver license renewal, this can help you pre-
pare.  
     To participate, please register by calling the instruc-
tor, Frank Pearman on (312) 882-0624.  
     For those attending, please bring your driver’s li-
cense, AARP membership number, if applicable, a pen 
and the course fee either in cash, check, or money or-
der. Checks and money orders should be made payable 
to AARP.
