Then he will say to those on
his left, ‘Depart from me, you accursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the Devil and his angels. For I was
hungry and you gave me no food, I was thirsty and you gave me no drink, a stranger and you gave me no
welcome, naked and you gave me no clothing, ill and in prison, and you did not care for me.’ Then they will
answer and say, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or ill or in prison, and
not minister to your needs?’ He will answer them, ‘Amen, I say to you, what you did not do for one of these
least ones, you did not do for me.” And these will go off to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal
life.”

Now since it was preparation day, in order that the bodies might not remain on the cross on the Sabbath, for
the Sabbath day of that week was a solemn one, the Jews asked Pilate that their legs be broken and they be
taken down. So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and then of the other one who was crucified
with Jesus. But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not break his legs, but
one soldier thrust his lance into his side, and immediately Blood and water flowed out. An eyewitness has
testified, and his testimony is true; he knows that he is speaking the truth, so that you also may come to
believe. For this happened so that the Scripture passage might be fulfilled:

Not a bone of it will be broken.
And again another passage says:
They will look upon him whom they have pierced.

After this, Joseph of Arimathea, secretly a disciple of Jesus for fear of the Jews, asked Pilate if he could
remove the Body of Jesus. And Pilate permitted it. So he came and took his Body. Nicodemus, the one who
had first come to him at night, also came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes weighing about one hundred
pounds.
